In 1993 he
decided to devote himself to this work full time
and started Second Chance. Thirteen years
later Scott is as devoted as ever to making a
difference for those who really need it.

Scott grew up in our congregation, going
through religious school, Bar Mitzvah and
confirmation classes. He and his wife, Michelle
and their two children are active both here at
CBI and in the Jewish community. We salute
Scott’s great work and the example of tikkun
olam that he sets for all of us.
